In addition to responsibility for founding CNBC and  
MSNBC, Tom oversaw NBC’s ownership of A&E, AMC, Bravo, Court TV 
and several regional sports channels. As President & CEO of TiVo, Inc. from 
2005 to 2016, Tom oversaw the first implementation of Netflix and Amazon 
streaming to the TV set, and many other TV innovations, while developing  
new partnerships with cable MSOs and hardware suppliers. 

Tom serves on the boards of the Hebrew Home for the Aged and Columbia
